Women's professional football leagues

The first professionalwomen's football league was
in the USA in 2001. Aftertwo seasons, the Women's
United Soccer Association collapsed. In 2009,

professional women's football returned to America.

In Australia, the W-League has been one ofthe
trailblazers for professional women's
foothall, since it began in 2008.

In Europe, the top women's
leagues in France, Spain, and
Sweden are all professional.

In Asia, Japan launched their
first professionalwomen's J
football league in September 2021.

Broadcasting

Ahead of the 2021/22 season, the FA announced

a record-breaking three-year deal with Sky Sports and
the BBC forthe broadcast rights to the Women's Super
League (WSL). It became the biggest broadcast deal of
any professional women's leaguein the world and was
warth around £8million-a-year

Since 2012, viewing figures for women's maiches
have doubled but this was the first time the broadcast
rights to the WSL had been sold separately fromthe
men's game.

The money made from broadcastdeals are shared
across the WSL and the Women's Championship,
soclubs can invest in players, staff and facilities.
