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Mathematics:

We will be developing our calculation
strategies and using these to answer
reasoning and problem solving questions.
We will be practising multiplication facts
regularly to improve fluency and recall.

Music:
As musicians, we will be working
together to improve our singing by
using our voices to copy a given
scale. We will compare pieces of
music whilst thinking about pitch,
mood, rhythm and tempo.

As part of our personal development,
we will be focusing on our emotions
and how we treat one another by
looking at anti-bullying strategies.
